Gothenburg Aikido Club started as a small group of enthusiasts in the late 1960's, under the leadership of Carl Hansson
(1910-1996). In 1969 the group became more organized and the same year it began with lwama Takemusu Aikido, introduced
by Takeji Tomita Sensei. With 47 years of experience in Iwama Aikido, Gothenburg Aikido Club is the oldest existing Iwama
“style” dojo outside Japan.

UIf Evenas is the chief instructor of the Gothenburg Aikido Club. After training Karate, he started Aikido training 1968
and Iwama Takemusu Aikido in 1969. He holds the rank of 7th dan Aikikai and is appointed Aikikai Shihan. He was also
awarded 7th Dan in lwama Ryu and has full certification in Bukiwaza (5th level) directly by Morihiro Saito Sensei, who also
appointed Ulf a Shihan and his personal representative.
